A narrow twisting dark band in (b) is formed very likely by oil spill. A ship – a source of polluted waters - is at the bottom right where a width of the band is minimal. 

Two dark patches in fragment (c) are also due to oil spills. They are in the area where the surface manifestations of internal waves are observed. Several groups of IWs are also seen in Fig. (a). 
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
